� State what you like best about the material.

Esmeralda Santiago discusses what it was like to grow 
up as a Puerto Rican teenager in New York and to go 
against the wishes of her over-protective mother and 
discover her true identity. 
 
The angel experiment, James Patterson 
After the mutant Erasers abduct the youngest member 
of their group, the "birdkids," who are the result of 
genetic experimentation, take off in pursuit and find 
themselves struggling to understand their own origins 
and purpose 
 
Angels on Sunset Boulevard, Melissa de la Cruz 
When the people closest to them start to disappear, 
Taj and Nick hit the streets of Los Angeles looking for a 
way to reach the lost souls of their friends that have 
been "tapped" by The Angels Practice, a World Wide 
Web-based movement that connects young people 
and makes them feel good with no apparent 
consequences. 
 
Anything but ordinary, Valerie Hobbs 
"Frances Foster books." High school sweethearts 
Bernie and Winifred face the difficulties of a long 
distance relationship when their plans to attend college 
together are ruined by the death of Bernie's mother, 
and Winifred decides to attend the University of 
California at Santa Barbara, where she changes her 
identity in order to fit in, while he stays in New Jersey. 
 
Ark angel, Anthony Horowitz 
After recovering from a near fatal gunshot wound, 
teenage spy Alex Rider embarks on a new mission to 
stop a group of eco-terrorists from sabotaging the 
launch of the first outer space hotel. 
 
At first sight, Nicholas Sparks 
A mysterious e-mail sets off a chain of events that 
threatens Jeremy Marsh's upcoming marriage 
 
Avalon High, Meg Cabot 
Having moved to Annapolis, Maryland, with her 
medievalist parents, high school junior Ellie enrolls at 
Avalon High School where several students may or 
may not be reincarnations of King Arthur and his court. 
 
Balzac and the little Chinese seamstress, Sijie Dai 
Two boys, moved to the country for "re-education" as 
part of Mao's Cultural Revolution, find little to amuse 
them, but things change when they discover a stash of 
Western classics in Chinese translation and use the 
stories of Balzac to capture the attention of the 
beautiful daughter of the local tailor. 
 
Battle drift, Todd Strasser 
Kennin, having gained fame and a lot of money as a 
drift driver, must decide what is best for his family 
when he is offered a chance to become a legitimate 
race car driver 
 
 

Bella at midnight, Diane Stanley 
Bella's peasant life is changed when her real father, a 
knight who abandoned her when she was a baby, 
comes and reclaims her, moving her to his home 
where she lives with a resentful stepmother and two 
horrible stepsisters and learns about a plot to kill her 
friend, Prince Julian. 
 
The birthright, Janette Oke 
Anne and Nicole, daughters of Catherine and Louisa 
whose friendship has spanned both time and distance, 
move forward with the lives, relying on their faith in 
God to help them through partings, reunions, war, and 
loss. 
Bittersweet sixteen, Carrie Karasyov 
Laura Finnegan, a thrift-store-loving scholarship 
student at New York's most exclusive preparatory 
school for girls, deals with the mayhem of "Sweet 
Sixteen" birthday parties given by the ultra wealthy 
 
Black duck, Janet Lisle 
Years afterwards, Ruben Hart tells the story of how, in 
1929 Newport, Rhode Island, his family and his best 
friend's family were caught up in the violent 
competition among groups trying to control the local 
rum-smuggling trade 
Black sheep, Yvonne Collins 
Fifteen-year-old Kendra Bishop quickly regrets her 
rash decision to write to a new reality television show 
when she finds herself in Monterey, California, living 
with a large family of activists rather than in a 
Manhattan apartment with her uptight, money-oriented 
parents. 
 
Blue noon, Scott Westerfeld 
The Midnighters are baffled when the blue time 
suddenly occurs in the middle of the day. They soon 
discover that the walls between the secret hour and 
real time are crumbling, and, unless they can stop it, 
the dark creatures will have a chance to feed after 
centuries of waiting. 
 
Breathing underwater, Alex Flinn 
Sent to counseling for hitting his girlfriend, Caitlin, and 
ordered to keep a journal, sixteen-year-old Nick 
recounts his relationship with Caitlin, examines his 
controlling behavior and anger, and describes living 
with his abusive father. 
 
Broken moon, Kim Antieau 
When her little brother is kidnapped and taken from 
Pakistan to race camels in the desert, eighteen-year-
old Nadira overcomes her own past abuse and, 
dressed as a boy and armed with knowledge of the 
powerful storytelling of the legendary Scheherazade, is 
determined to find and rescue him. 
 
Brooklyn Rose, Ann Rinaldi 
On St. Helena Island, South Carolina, fifteen year-old 
Rose meets and marries Rene, a Yankee from 
Brooklyn, New York, who takes her north to his home 



where she encounters many differences in attitudes 
and lifestyles 
 
Busted, Phil Bildner 
Interweaves stories of students at a high school with a 
"zero-tolerance" policy as they get caught doing things 
they are pretty sure are wrong, from drinking and 
having sex during a senior ski trip, to organizing a 
gambling ring, to bullying freshmen, to honor students 
behaving dishonorably. 
 
The case of the missing marques, Nancy Springer 
Enola Holmes, much younger sister of detective 
Sherlock Holmes, must travel to London in disguise to 
unravel the disappearance of her missing mother. 
Chasing the Falconers, Gordon Korman 
 Aiden and Meg Falconer must escape from a juvenile 
detention center in order to prove their parents 
innocent of charges which would put them in jail for life. 
 
Chasing the jaguar, Michele Greene 
Text mainly in English with some Spanish. After having 
unsettling dreams about the kidnapped daughter of her 
mother's employer, fifteen-year-old Martika learns that 
she is a descendant of a long line of curanderas--
Mayan medicine women with special powers. Includes 
glossary of Spanish words. 
 
The Christopher killer, Alane Ferguson 
17-year-old Cameryn Mahoney has the unshakable 
desire to be a forensic pathologist--and a very strong 
stomach. The latter comes in handy during the autopsy 
of a friend, the latest victim of a serial killer whose 
signature is a St. Christopher's medal left with each 
body.  
 
Deadline, Chris Crutcher 
Given the medical diagnosis of one year to live, high 
school senior Ben Wolf decides to fulfill his greatest 
fantasies, ponders his life's purpose and legacy, and 
converses through dreams with a spiritual guide known 
as "Hey-Soos." 
 
Eclipse, Stephanie Meyer 
"Megan Tingley books." Bella must choose between 
her friendship with Jacob, a werewolf, and her 
relationship with Edward, a vampire, but when Seattle 
is ravaged by a mysterious string of killings, the three 
of them need to decide whether their personal lives are 
more important than the well-being of an entire city. 
 
Enthusiasm, Polly Shulman 
Julie and Ashleigh, high school sophomores and Jane 
Austen fans, seem to fall for the same Mr. Darcy-like 
boy and struggle to hide their true feelings from one 
another while rehearsing for a school musical 
 
Eragon, Christopher Paolini 
Map on endpapers. In Aagaesia, a fifteen-year-old boy 
of unknown lineage called Eragon finds a mysterious 
stone that weaves his life into an intricate tapestry of 

destiny, magic, and power, peopled with dragons, 
elves, and monsters. 
 
Evil star, Anthony Horowitz 
Sequel to: Raven's Gate. Prequel to: Nightrise. Having 
locked the Raven's gate, fourteen-year-old Matt travels 
to Peru where he meets the second of the five 
gatekeepers and works with him to try to stop the 
opening of a second gate somehow related to the 
Nazca Lines 
 
Freaks, Annette Klause 
Abel Dandy, a normal teenager, runs away from 
Faeryland, where his parents perform with other 
"human oddities;" but life in the real world presents its 
own dangers as he hooks up with the sinister Dr. Mink. 
Frogs and French kisses, Sarah Mlynowski 
Love spells run amok in New York City when high 
school freshman Rachel asks her younger sister, who 
is a witch, for magical help in winning the affection of 
heartthrob Raf Kosravi. 
 
The golem’s eye, Jonathan Stroud 
Nathaniel, a rising young magician in the government 
at only fourteen, calls upon the troublesome djinni 
Bartimaeus once again when, already overextended 
trying to control the growing Resistance movement, he 
senses something more dangerous at work in the city 
of London. 
 
Harry Potter and the deathly hallows, J.K Rowling 
Year 7"--Spine. Sequel to: Harry Potter and the half-
blood prince. Follows the journey of the series' 
protagonist Harry Potter as he attempts to bring an end 
to his archenemy, Lord Voldemort. 
 
Hole in my life, Jack Gantos 
Tomikazu Nakaji's biggest concerns are baseball, 
homework, and a local bully, until life with his 
Japanese family in Hawaii changes drastically after the 
bombing of Pearl Harbor in December 1941 
 
House of the red fish, Graham Salisbury 
Sequel to: Under the blood-red sun. Over a year after 
Japan's attack on Pearl Harbor and the arrest of Tomi's 
father and grandfather, Tomi and his friends, battling 
anti-Japanese-American sentiment in Hawaii, try to find 
a way to salvage his father's sunken fishing boat 
 
I’d tell you I love you, but then I’d have to kill you, 
Ally Carter 
As a sophomore at a secret spy school and the 
daughter of a former CIA operative, Cammie is 
sheltered from "normal teenage life" until she meets a 
local boy while on a class surveillance mission 
 
Incantation, Alice Hoffman 
During the Spanish Inquisition, sixteen-year-old 
Estrella, brought up a Catholic, discovers her family's 
true Jewish identity, and when their secret is betrayed 
by Estrella's best friend, the consequences are tragic 
 



Inside Delta Force: the story of America’s elite 
force, Eric Haney 
Eric Haney, one of the founding members of Delta 
Force, provides an inside look at the elite 
counterterrorist unit, explaining the process by which 
men are selected for the unit, and telling of his 
personal experiences with Delta Force in Beirut, 
Tehran, Honduras, and other hot spots throughout the 
world 
 
The killing sea, Richard Lewis 
In the aftermath of the 2004 tsunami in Sumatra, two 
teenagers, American Sarah and Acehnese Ruslan, 
meet and continue together their arduous climb inland, 
where Ruslan hopes to find his father and Sarah seeks 
a doctor for her brother. 
 
L8r, g8r, Lauren Myracle 
Throughout their senior year in high school, Zoe, 
Maddie, and Angela continue to share "instant 
messages" with one another about their day-to-day 
experiences as they consider college, the importance 
of prom, and the inevitable end of their inseparable trio. 
 
The last days: a novel, Scott Westerfeld 
Five New York teenagers try to concentrate on their 
new band while the city suffers from a mysterious 
epidemic that is turning people into cannibals 
 
A lesson before dying, Ernest Gaines 
Tells the story of a young African-American man 
sentenced to death for a murder he did not commit, 
and a teacher who tries to impart to him his learning 
and pride before the execution. 
 
Live and let shop, Michael Spradlin 
Beverly Hills teenager Rachel Buchanan gets in trouble 
with the law and winds up at mysterious Blackthorn 
Academy in Pennsylvania, where she uncovers secrets 
about the school and becomes entangled in a case of 
international espionage. 
 
The love curse of the Rumbaughs, Jack Gantos 
A young woman named Ivy, who made a shocking 
discovery in her small western Pennsylvania town 
when she was seven years old and learned a 
surprising secret nine years later, questions whether 
she has inherited the Rumbaugh curse of having 
excessive love for one's mother 
 
The luckiest girl in the world, Steven Levenkorn 
Figure-skating star Katie Roskova, unable to express 
her feelings of panic and anger, develops a habit of 
cutting herself with scissors and hiding her scars 
beneath long-sleeve shirts, but as pressures mount her 
wounds become more serious and soon her secret is 
revealed 
 
Making money: a novel of Discword, Terry Pratchett 
Former Postmaster General Moist von Lipwig finds 
himself working at the Royal Mint of Ankh-Morpork, 

where he makes money and enemies while finding out 
who is stealing from the mint. 
Lemonade mouth, Mark Hughes 
A disparate group of high school students thrown 
together in detention form a band to play at a school 
talent show and end up competing with a wildly popular 
local rock band. 
 
Me talk pretty one day, David Sedaris 
David Sedaris describes the struggles he has had in 
life due to his voice problems, discussing how his voice 
has affected his personal relationships, his career, and 
his family life. 
 
Measle and the Dragodon, Ian Ogilvey 
Sequel to: Measle and the Wrathmonk. Recently 
reunited with his parents, twelve-year-old Measle 
Stubbs sets out to rescue his mother from the 
wrathmonk wizards who have kidnapped her, battling 
an ancient dragon, as well as carousel horses and 
various stuffed animals that have magically come to 
life, in an amusement park. 
 
Measle and the Mallockee, Ian Ogilvey 
Sequel to: Measle and the dragodon. Young Measle 
Stubbs survives a stay in a haunted castle, confronting 
pictures that come to life, a murderous suit of armor, 
and a jellybean-loving wrathmonk 
 
Measle and the Wrathmonk, Ian Ogilvy 
 Twelve-year-old orphan Measle Stubbs is shrunk 
down to half an inch tall and placed in a train set by his 
evil guardian, the Wrathmonk. 
 
Midwives, Christopher Bohjalian 
Cut off from the hospital and rescue squad by an ice 
storm, midwife Sibyl Danforth makes the decision to 
perform a cesarean section on a patient she believes 
has died of a stroke during labor, but when her 
assistant tells police the mother was alive during the 
surgery, Sibyl and the entire community are drawn into 
a gripping trial 
 
Mindfreak: secret revelations, Criss Angel 
A behind-the-scenes look at the life, magic, and 
illusions of Criss Angel that also includes discussion of 
his television program "Mindfreak" and instructions for 
forty different tricks 
 
Missing in Tokyo: a novel, Graham Marks 
When his older sister is reported missing, teenager 
Adam travels from England to Tokyo, Japan, to look for 
her. 
 
Mister Pip, Lloyd Jones 
On a remote tropical island where villages are overrun 
by rebel fighting, thirteen-year-old Matilda is introduced 
to the Charles Dickens classic "Great Expectations" by 
her white school teacher and becomes enthralled with 
the story's main character, with whom she feels a 
connection. 
 



Monster, Walter Dean Myers 
While on trial as an accomplice to a murder, sixteen-
year-old Steve Harmon records his experiences in 
prison and in the courtroom in the form of a film script 
as he tries to come to terms with the course his life has 
taken. 
 
19 varieties of gazelle: poems of the Middle East, 
Naomi Shihab Nye 
A collection of sixty poems in which the Arab-American 
author examines life in the Middle East 
 
No right turn, Terry Trueman 
After three years of wanting only to be invisible, 
sixteen-year-old Jordan begins to recover from his 
father's suicide and start living again when a neighbor's 
vintage Corvette Stingray opens up new possibilities 
for him 
 
A northern light, Jennifer Donnelly 
Sixteen-year-old Mattie, determined to attend college 
and be a writer against the wishes of her father and 
boyfriend, takes a job at a hotel in 1906 where the 
death of a guest renews her determination to live her 
own life 
 
The Queen of Attolia, Megan Turner 
"A Greenwillow Book." Forsaken by the gods and left 
to his own devices, Eugenides, Royal Thief of Eddis, 
summons all his wit and wiles in an attempt to conquer 
the rival Queen of Attolia. 
 
Pants on fire, Meg Cabot 
Having become a proficient liar in order to keep 
everyone happy, rising high school senior Katie Ellison 
is stunned when her old middle school friend and local 
pariah Tommy Sullivan returns to town, and suddenly 
things start looking a lot different to her. 
 
The perfect storm: the true story of men against 
the sea, Sebastian Junger 
Uses interviews, memoirs, radio conversations, and 
technical research to recreate the last days of the crew 
of the "Andrea Gail," a fishing boat that was lost in a 
storm off the coast of Nova Scotia in October 1991 
 
Peter and the shadow thieves, Dave Barry 
Peter must visit London to help his friend Molly and her 
family of starcatchers locate the missing starstuff, 
leaving the boys on Mollusk Island at the mercy of 
Hook. 
 
Push: a novel, Sapphire 
Precious Jones, a sixteen-year-old girl who is pregnant 
with her second child by her father, is pushed by her 
courageous African-American teacher to learn to read, 
and discovers the truth about herself and her life. 
 
Raiders night, Robert Lipsyte 
Matt Rydeck, co-captain of his high school football 
team, endures a traumatic season as he witnesses the 

attack on a rookie player by teammates and grapples 
with his own use of performance-enhancing drugs 
 
Dash, Pete Hautman 
In a future society that has decided it would "rather be 
safe than free," sixteen-year-old Bo's anger 
management problems land him in a tundra jail where 
he survives with the help of his running skills and an 
artificial intelligence program named Bork 
 
Raven’s gate, Anthony Horowitz 
Prequel to: Evil star. Sent to live in a foster home in a 
remote Yorkshire village, Matt, a troubled fourteen-
year-old English boy, uncovers an evil plot involving 
witchcraft and the site of an ancient stone circle. 
 
Repossessed, A.M. Jenkins 
A fallen angel, tired of being unappreciated while doing 
his pointless, demeaning job, leaves Hell, enters the 
body of a seventeen-year-old boy, and tries to 
experience the full range of human feelings before 
being caught and punished, while the boy's family and 
friends puzzle over his changed behavior 
 
Rise of Lubchenko, Michael Simmons 
Suspecting that his father's business partner is selling 
smallpox virus to terrorists, sixteen-year-old Evan 
Macalister travels to France with his friends, Ruben 
and Erika, to search for Lubchenko, the elusive 
spymaster whose help they need to avert a major 
disaster. 
 
Saint Iggy, K.L. Going 
Iggy Corso, who lives in city public housing, is caught 
physically and spiritually between good and bad when 
he is kicked out of high school, goes searching for his 
missing mother, and causes his friend to get involved 
with the same dangerous drug dealer who deals to his 
parents. 
 
School’s out forever, James Patterson 
After a short stay with an FBI agent who gives them a 
chance to attend school and live a normal life, the six 
genetically-altered, winged youths head toward Florida 
and Max's ultimate destiny--to save the world, whether 
she wants to or not. 
 
Scorpia, Anthony Horowitz 
After being told that his father was an assassin for a 
criminal organization, fourteen-year-old Alex goes to 
Italy to find out more and becomes involved in a plan to 
kill thousands of English schoolchildren 
 
Scribbler of dreams, Mary Pearson 
Despite her family's long feud with the Crutchfields, 
seventeen-year-old Kaitlin falls in love with Bram 
Crutchfield--the son of the man her father murdered--
and weaves a tangled web of deception to conceal her 
identity from him. 
 
 
 



The secret hour, Scott Westerfeld 
Upon moving to Bixby, Oklahoma, fifteen-year-old 
Jessica Day learns that she is one in a special group 
born at the stroke of midnight who can roam the town 
at a secret hour while others sleep--and that she must 
fight the evil creatures who share her power. 
 
The secret life of bees, Sue Monk Kidd 
Fourteen-year-old Lily and her companion, Rosaleen, 
an African-American woman who has cared from Lily 
since her mother's death ten years earlier, flee their 
home after Rosaleen is victimized by racist police 
officers, and find a safe haven in Tiburon, South 
Carolina, at the home of three beekeeping sisters, 
May, June, and August 
 
The sea of monsters, Rick Riordan 
During their second summer at Half-Blood Hill, Percy 
and his friends undertake a perilous voyage to save 
their summer camp in this modern day adventure with 
a Greek mythology twist. 
 
74 Seaside Avenue, Debbie Macomber 
Teri Polgar is settling into her new house on Puget 
Sound with her new husband, chess champion Bobby 
Polgar, when a bizarre series of events begins to worry 
Teri, and cause her husband to risk everything to save 
her. 
 
Shark girl, Kelly Bingham 
After a shark attack causes the amputation of her right 
arm, fifteen-year-old Jane, an aspiring artist, struggles 
to come to terms with her loss and the changes it 
imposes on her day-to-day life and her plans for the 
future. 
 
Sleeper code, Tom Sniegoski 
Just when he has met a beautiful girl and his outlook is 
improving, sixteen-year-old narcoleptic Tom Lovett 
begins to suspect that his dreams and hallucinations of 
killing people may be something more real and 
terrifying 
 
Slide or die, Todd Strasser 
Seventeen-year-old Kennin and his sister move to Las 
Vegas to be near their father who is in prison and 
becomes friends with Tito; but when Tito shows up one 
night with a stolen car, Kennin takes over the wheel 
and uses extraordinary driving skill to avoid being 
caught by the police 
 
Smart women, Judy Blume 
The friendships between Margo and B. B., two 
divorcees starting their lives over in Colorado, and their 
teenage daughters, Sara and Michelle, are tested 
when B. B.'s ex-husband comes to town, moves in 
next door to Margo, and falls in love with her. 
 
Society of S, Susan Hubbard 
After discovering that her father is a vampire and her 
estranged mother is a mortal, twelve-year-old Ariella 
Montero has the choice of becoming undead or staying 

human and sets out on a quest that leads her to her 
mom and her answer 
 
A solitary blue, Cynthia Voigt 
Abandoned by his mother, Jeff is left to take of his 
absent-minded-professor father. When Jeff is stricken 
with pneumonia his father comes to realize that he too 
has deserted his son. Slowly the two build a close 
strong relation 
 
Speak, Laurie Anderson 
A traumatic event near the end of the summer has a 
devastating effect on Melinda's freshman year in high 
school 
 
Stolen voices: young people’s war diaries from 
World War I to Iraq 
Presents fourteen journals written by adolescents 
coping with war from World War I to the war in Iraq, 
exposing the experiences of young people caught in 
the midst of war and the impact it has on their lives. 
 
Stormbreaker,  Anthony Horowitz 
After the death of the uncle who had been his 
guardian, fourteen-year-old Alex Rider is coerced to 
continue his uncle's dangerous work for Britain's 
intelligence agency, MI6. 
 
Strays, Ronald Koertge 
Sixteen-year-old Ted, orphaned when his parents are 
killed in a car crash, identifies more with animals than 
people--especially strays whose situation Ted equates 
with his own, but as he starts to settle in to his new 
foster home and school, he forms bonds with his two 
foster brothers and gradually comes back in touch with 
the human race. 
 
Stuffed, Eric Walters 
Ian, inspired by a documentary on fast food, starts an 
online boycott of Frankie's fast food restaurants that 
multiplies to the extent that it attracts the attention of 
the company's lawyers and eventually forces the chain 
to add healthy choices to its menu. 
 
The thief, Megan Turner 
Gen flaunts his ingenuity as a thief and relishes the 
adventure which takes him to a remote temple of the 
gods where he will attempt to steal a precious stone. 
 
A thousand splendid suns, Khaled Hosseini 
A novel set against the three decades of Afghanistan's 
history shaped by Soviet occupation, civil war, and the
